USB Driver Installation Procedures for Windows 98SE

1. Make sure that the cable modem (CM) has a valid broadband cable connection in place (check with your broadband cable service provider). 

2. Turn on the CM and wait for the CM's LEDs to show the device is ready

3. Turn on the PC.

4. Insert the Driver Disk into the CD-ROM drive.

5. Connect the PC and the CM with the USB cable included in the product package..

6. The computer will detect the CM. Click “Next”..

7. Choose  “Search for the best driver for your device. (Recommended)”, and click “Next”.
8. Choose “Specify a location:” and select the path D:\DRIVERS\BRG-3520_USB, where 'D' is the CD-ROM drive, then click “Next”.
9. Select “The updated driver (Recommanded) BRG-3520 DOCSIS Cable Modem (WDM)” and click “Next”.
10. The system will load BRG-3520_USB\BRGWUNIC.INF. Click “Next” to install BRG-3520 DOCSIS Cable Modem (WDM).

11. After the files are copied, click “Finish”.

12. The system will then detect “BRG-3520 DOCSIS Cable Modem networking device”. Click “Next”..

13. Choose “ Search for the best driver for your device. (Recommended)”, and click “Next” button.

14. Choose “Specify a location:” and select the path \BRG-3520_USB in CD-ROM driver, and then click “Next”.

15. System will load BRG-3520_USB\BRGWNDIS.INF. Click “Next” to install the BRG-3520 DOCSIS Cable Modem networking device.

16. The system then needs to copy files from the Windows 98SE CD-ROM to the PC.

17. Click “Finish”.

18. Click “Yes” to restart system.

19. After system is ready, the installation is complete..
